The monthly meeting of the Board of Fire Commissioners of District 9, 1222 Green Street, Iselin, New Jersey, was called to order at 7:32 p.m. by the President with notices posted in the Home News Tribune, on the bulletin board at Fire Company #1 and at Town Hall as prescribed by the Laws of 1975.  A salute to the flag was led by the President.

Roll Call of Commissioners:  S. Larko, M. Rudy, K. Williams and E. A. Mullen. D. Thaker was excused.  Also in
                                           Attendance were W. Kenney, E. Mullen, the attorney, the Fire Official and the 
                                           Chief.    
The minutes of the previous meeting were accepted with a motion made by K. Williams and seconded by M. Rudy with everyone in favor (S. Larko, M. Rudy, E.A. Mullen and K. Williams).

Reports of Committees:

Fire Equipment & Apparatus:

MK completed miscellaneous repairs to the apparatus.  Radio problems with 9-5 need to be repaired.  9-2-4 is at EES to install the new generator; they are working on the hydraulics and some other items.  MK is working on the side door alarm in 9-6.  Working with Bob from EES regarding the refurb info for 9-2-4.  Flashlight housing replaced in 9-6.  EES is working on repairing the low air alarm in 9-2.  Parts came in for the compressor in 9-3-4 and they are trying to retro-fit it.  9-6 will probably go to Seagraves.  M. Rudy made a motion which was seconded by E.A. Mullen with everyone in favor (M. Rudy, E.A. Mullen and K. Williams) to renew the contracts for aerial testing and hose testing.  Monday morning, 9-3-8 will be going to Woodbridge Auto in Rahway for the bumper work.  The Fire Official noted that he will need a vehicle Tuesday, Wednesday and Thursday so he will use the van or the pick-up.  
Hydrants:  One hydrant is out of service on Route 9. 
Facilities:

Paint cabinet upgrade is on hold. Researching prices to upgrade the traffic lights.  Working on quotes for the security camera upgrade.  Petro repaired the boiler from the inspection violation.  Wunder Electric installed new LED lights in the back room, and they will be giving us some prices for House 2.    Working on violations from the fire inspection of both houses. The heater in the truck house was repaired by the electrician.  Mr. Kenney noted that he had to call in the alarm company for some items.
Communication Equipment:   

ESS came in to look at the problem with 9-5’s radio.  Insurance claim filed for the officer radio in 9‑6.  The new radio needs to be programed and engraved.  Working with the new rep at Verizon who suggested that the Fire Official’s cell phone needs to be replaced.  Working with ESP and the Microsoft vendor regarding the tablets.
Fire Prevention:

Fire Official report was accepted with a motion made by K. Williams and seconded by M. Rudy with
everyone in favor (S. Larko, M. Rudy, E.A. Mullen and K. Williams). Another motion was made by
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M. Rudy and seconded by K. Williams with everyone in favor (S. Larko, M. Rudy, E.A. Mullen and
K. Williams) for the Fire Official to attend the IAA Conference in Atlantic City.  Regarding the Knox boxes, the Fire Official sent an email to the local rep and is waiting for a response.  Regarding Gill Lane, right now there is no active violation.  They have hired a new management company, and a court date of February 6 has been set regarding the $1500 penalty that has not been satisfied.  The attorney will follow up.
Legal & Insurance:

Waiting for Drew Memorial to give us a quote to repair the monument near the fuel pumps, and we will ask Semanza to repair the base.  Insurance claim was filed for the missing radio, as well as for the accident had with 9-3-8.  Working on the paperwork for the election.  Briefly discussed the district jurisdictions.
Deferred Business:

Progress on the E-Z Pass account.  Mr. Bennett has the information from Rutgers Health to get some dates for sexual harassment classes.  
New Business:


Mr. Williams requested a Personnel Meeting.
Communications and Bills:

A motion was made by Mr. Williams and seconded by Mr. Mullen with everyone in favor (S. Larko K. Williams, E. Mullen and M. Rudy) to pay all bills for the month of December 2018 in the amount of $94,093.41.  Communications were as follows:

A motion was made by Mr. Rudy and seconded by Mr. Williams with everyone in favor (S. Larko, K. Williams, E. Mullen and M. Rudy) to accept the correspondence and make it a part of the permanent record.
Chief’s Report: 

46 calls for the month of December with no firefighter injuries.  Discussed membership applications and equipment requests.  Mr. Bennett had submitted a request for 5 probes totaling $770.  A motion was made by Mr. Rudy and seconded by Mr. Williams with everyone in favor (S. Larko, K. Williams, E. Mullen and M. Rudy) to approve Mr. Bennett’s request.  A motion was made by Mr. Williams and seconded by Mr. Mullenwith everyone in favor (S. Larko, K. Williams, E. Mullen and M. Rudy) to accept the Chief’s report.  Discussed having a meeting with the chief on January 22nd.
The meeting adjourned at 8:35 p.m. after the Personnel Meeting.
