Reports of Committees:

Fire Equipment & Apparatus:

MK completed miscellaneous repairs to the apparatus.  EES is working on some miscellaneous repairs.  9-2 was sent out for rear intake leak.  Regarding 9-2-4, Mr. Kenney noted that he is waiting for a few pictures so he can send them to Don Draper.  The Chief added that he is waiting to finalize what equipment will be going on the vehicle.  Mr. Mullen noted that he is waiting for the specs for 9-3-4 so he can send them out.  Mr. Kenney stated that ESS will be coming in next week to do some needed repairs.  He added that Hose Testing will be done on April 13th and Ladder Testing on March 10th.  The tape came in for the air bottles and needs to be cut and put on the bottles.  Mr. Kenney requested an inventory of all the bottles.  It was noted that the air packs do not have numbers on them.
