Fire Equipment & Apparatus:

MK completed miscellaneous repairs to the apparatus.  ESI to come in for the tool mounting on 9-2-4 and some changes they can do in-house. Mr. E.R. Mullen gave an update on the 9‑3‑4 refurb.  He noted that we have to join the Consortium and give the information to the attorney so a resolution can be prepared.  Batteries replaced on 9-6.  Oil leak repair on 9‑3‑3 waiting on parts.  Fan belt replaced on 9-3-5.  P.M. work on 9-2 will be done this Friday.  P.M. work on 9-2-4 will be done this month.  Hose testing will be done on April 6th.
