The combined Agenda and Regular Meeting of the Board of Fire Commissioners of District 9, 1222 Green Street, Iselin, New Jersey, was called to order at 7:35 p.m. by the President with notices posted in the Home News Tribune, on the bulletin board at Fire Company #1 and at Town Hall as prescribed by the Laws of 1975.  A salute to the flag was led by the President.

Roll Call of Commissioners:  S. Larko, M. Rudy, E. A. Mullen, D. Thaker and K. Williams.  Also in
                                          attendance were W. Kenney, E.R. Mullen and the Chief.  The Fire




  Official and Attorney were excused.
The minutes of the previous meeting were accepted with a motion made by D. Thaker and seconded by M. Williams with everyone in favor (S. Larko, M. Rudy, E.A. Mullen, K. Williams and D. Thaker).

Reports of Committees:

Fire Equipment & Apparatus:

MK completed miscellaneous repairs to the apparatus.  The radio in 9-5 will be replaced with an APX6500 mobile radio sometime after May 25th.  EES has repaired the module for the side door alarm in 9-6.  Hose testing is complete.  A motion was made by Mr. Williams and seconded by Mr. Rudy with everyone in favor (S. Larko, M. Rudy, E.A. Mullen, K. Williams and D. Thaker) to order 3 lengths each of 15’ and 25’ five-inch hose at a price not to exceed $1,000.  Repairs were completed on 9-3-4.  Air packs have come in and have been installed; we will come up with a date for a training session.  Mr. Mullen gave an update on the 9-2-4 refurb. He met with the Township lawyers and it was agreed that we would retain the title.  They will send us the bill from Seagraves once it comes in and we will share the payment with them.  Mr. Mullen will meet with Seagraves and Brian Bennett to discuss upgrading the truck to meet NFPA Standards.  Discussed converting the air truck to have 5500 pound air bottles. 
Hydrants:  Nothing to report. 

Facilities:

Paint cabinet upgrade is on hold. Researching prices to upgrade the traffic lights.  Working on quotes for the security camera upgrade.  Wunder Electric will be giving us a quote for new LED lights in House 2.  House 2 painting was complete and House 1 painting is in progress.  Mr. Rudy received a price of $1,650 for the landscaping that is needed at House 1.  A motion was made by Mr. Williams and seconded by Mr. Rudy with everyone in favor (S. Larko, M. Rudy, E.A. Mullen, K. Williams and D. Thaker) to approve the work.  He received another price to have the ceiling tiles replaced where needed.  A motion was made by Mr. Williams and seconded by Mr. Thaker with everyone in favor (S. Larko, M. Rudy, E.A. Mullen, K. Williams and D. Thaker) to have the work done at a price not to exceed $4,000.  He will
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be getting quotes for the painting of the exterior of House 2 and the metal doors and steps at House 1.  Discussed replacing the compressor which would cost between $4,000 and $6,000.
Communication Equipment:   

ESS will replace the radio in 9-5 when it comes in after May 25th.  The Officer radio in 9-6 is being engraved.  Mr. Kenney and ESP are working with the Microsoft vendor on the tablets.  Mr. Mullen asked that we purchase a laptop for $1,000 for a designated use at House 2.  A motion was made by Mr. Rudy and seconded by Mr. Williams with everyone in favor (S. Larko, M. Rudy, E.A. Mullen, K. Williams and D. Thaker) to purchase the laptop.  Also, we are working on setting a demo date for the new inspector program.  
Fire Prevention:

A request was submitted to purchase a Kodak pocket camera for the Fire Inspector for $88.49. A motion was made by Mr. Rudy and seconded by Mr. Williams with everyone in favor (S. Larko, M. Rudy, E.A. Mullen, K. Williams and D. Thaker) to purchase the camera.  The Fire Official’s report was accepted with a motion made by Mr. Williams and seconded by Mr. Thaker with everyone in favor (S. Larko, M. Rudy, E.A. Mullen, K. Williams and D. Thaker).  
Legal & Insurance:

Waiting for Drew Memorial to give us a quote to repair the monument near the fuel pumps, and we will ask Semanza to repair the base.  
New Business:

Mr. Mullen suggested sending a thank-you letter to Yvonne Lopez who has been working on legislation in our favor.
Communications and Bills:

A motion was made by Mr. Williams and seconded by Mr. Rudy with everyone in favor (S. Larko K. Williams, E.A. Mullen, D. Thaker and M. Rudy) to pay all bills for the month of April 2019 in the amount of $299,585.73. It was noted that a bill was received for hotel accommodations for some of the members attending a training class, but the amount was for more than the amount originally approved.  The member noted that an additional room was needed plus the members stayed an additional night. A motion was made by Mr. Williams and seconded by Mr. Rudy with everyone in favor (S. Larko K. Williams, E.A. Mullen, D. Thaker and M. Rudy) to pay the hotel bill. Communications were as follows:

· Various corresponding from the law firm of Daryl Kipnis including an OPRA (Open Public Request Act) form requesting any and all records related to any current/pending investigation by the Board of fire Commissioners District #9 with respect to Iselin Volunteer Fire Co. #1

· A letter to New Vistas Corp. from Kevin Wertz acknowledging receipt of $2,500 for the outstanding penalty for Brookside Condominiums
· Another OPRA from Harris Gould requesting all records of a fire drill on 6/17/16 at 33 Wood Avenue, Iselin
· An OPRA from Tom Maras requesting Budgets and Certified Accounting Financial records

· A memo from Kevin Wertz to the Woodbridge Technical Review Committee regarding 
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the Application of the Nirvana Adult Day Care center

· Various reports

A motion was made by Mr. Williams and seconded by Mr. Thaker with everyone in favor (S. Larko, K. Williams, E. Mullen, D. Thaker and M. Rudy) to accept the correspondence and make it a part of the permanent record.
Chief’s Report: 
47 calls for the month of March with no firefighter injuries.  Chief noted of one driver qualification then discussed the equipment requests, including a monthly subscription to “E‑Dispatch” for $129.00 a month.  A motion was made by Mr. Mullen and seconded by Mr. Williams with everyone in favor (S. Larko, K. Williams, E. Mullen, D. Thaker and M. Rudy) to approve a one-month trial.  Another request was for a Cairns Black N5A New Yorker helmet for $799.59.  A motion was made by Mr. Rudy and seconded by Mr. Williams with everyone in favor (S. Larko, K. Williams, E. Mullen, D. Thaker and M. Rudy) to approve this purchase.  Discussed the training requests submitted with the Chief’s Report, and a motion was made by Mr. Williams and seconded by Mr. Thaker with everyone in favor (S. Larko, K. Williams, E. Mullen, D. Thaker and M. Rudy) to approve the requests.  A motion was made by Mr. Williams and seconded by Mr. Thaker with everyone in favor (S. Larko, K. Williams, E. Mullen, D. Thaker and M. Rudy) to accept the Chief’s Report and make it a part of the permanent record.
Mr. Mullen reported that, at the Joint Board Meeting, it was noted that if anyone is interested in taking an EMT refresher course, the classes will be paid for by the Police Department.
Floor Participation:

Mr. Rudy asked that the Board think about whether or not we should keep the boat.  If we don’t use it then maybe we should sell it.
The meeting adjourned at 8:35 p.m. followed by a Personnel Session.
