The monthly Agenda Meeting of the Board of Fire Commissioners of District 9, 1222 Green Street, Iselin, New Jersey, was called to order at 7:30 p.m. by the President with notices posted in the Home News Tribune, on the bulletin board at Fire Company #1 and at Town Hall as prescribed by the Laws of 1975.  A salute to the flag was led by the President.

Roll Call of Commissioners:  S. Larko, M. Rudy, E. A. Mullen and D. Thaker.  K. Williams was excused.

The minutes of the previous meeting were accepted with a motion made by M. Rudy and seconded by D. Thaker with everyone in favor (S. Larko, M. Rudy, E.A. Mullen and D. Thaker).

Reports of Committees:

Fire Equipment & Apparatus:

MK completed miscellaneous repairs to the apparatus.  The new radio has been installed in 9‑5 and is working well.  EES worked on the A/C and front intake in 9-6 and we should have it back today.  But it needs to go back in about a month when they receive the part for the A/C unit.  Permission was requested to have Don Salzman repair the body work on 9-2-4 excluding the painting.  A motion was made by D. Thaker and seconded by M. Rudy with everyone in favor (S. Larko, M. Rudy, E.A. Mullen and D. Thaker) to approve this work.
Hydrants:  


Middlesex Water Co. is testing all the hydrants and putting chains on the caps.
Facilities:

Paint cabinet upgrade is on hold. Researching prices to upgrade the traffic lights.  Working on quotes for the security camera upgrade.  Mr. Kenney noted that, due to a power surge, the radio console in Dispatch is almost shot, as well as the fire alarm panel at House 1.  We received a price from George’s Electrical to replace the panel.  We also need to purchase a surge protector and a transformer.  Wunder Electric gave us a quote of $6,900 for new LED lights in House 2.  A motion was made by M. Rudy and seconded by D. Thaker with everyone in favor (S. Larko, M. Rudy, E.A. Mullen and D. Thaker) to approve this work. House 1 painting is complete.  Received a quote of $557.00 to install blinds for the two offices in House 2.  A motion was made by D. Thaker and seconded by M. Rudy with everyone in favor (S. Larko, M. Rudy, E.A. Mullen and D. Thaker) to approve this.
Communication Equipment:   

ESS installed the new radio in 9-5.  The Officer radio in 9-6 is being engraved.  Mr. Kenney and ESP are working with the Microsoft vendor on the tablets.  Working on setting a demo date for the new inspector program.  
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Fire Prevention:

Mr. Wertz noted an addition to his report, that from June 21st through July 5th, we will be setting up a tent in the parking lot near Red Lobster to sell fireworks.  The Fire Official’s report was accepted by D. Thaker and seconded by M. Rudy with everyone in favor (S. Larko, M. Rudy, E.A. Mullen and D. Thaker).
Legal & Insurance:

Waiting for Drew Memorial to give us a quote to repair the monument near the fuel pumps, and we will ask Semanza to repair the base.  Insurance claim has been filed for the 9-2-4 accident.  Received approval for repairs and it will take about three weeks to get the parts.

A motion was made by M. Rudy and seconded by E.A. Mullen with everyone in favor (S. Larko, M. Rudy, E.A. Mullen and D. Thaker) to approve the Summer meeting schedule as follows:

A motion was made by Mr. Thaker and seconded by Mr. Rudy with everyone in favor (S. Larko, E.A. Mullen, D. Thaker and M. Rudy) to accept the correspondence and make it a part of the permanent record.
Chief’s Report: 
49 calls for the month of May with no firefighter injuries.  Chief noted that we now have nine membership applications pending and a lengthy discussion ensued regarding the testing for new applicants.  The matter will be taken under advisement.  The Chief reported the equipment requests as follows:  two water cans for a total price of $269.90.  He also noted the training requests listed in his report. A motion was made by Mr. Mullen and seconded by Mr. Rudy to approve equipment and training requests. 
The meeting adjourned at 8:10 p.m. followed by a Personnel Session.
