Roll Call of Commissioners: M. Rudy, K. Williams, E.A. Mullen and D. Thaker.  Also in attendance 
were W. Kenney, E.R. Mullen, the Deputy Chief, the Fire Official and the Attorney.  S. Larko, was excused.  
The minutes of the previous meeting were accepted with a motion made by D. Thaker and seconded by K. Williams with everyone in favor (M. Rudy, K. Williams, E.A. Mullen and D. Thaker).

Fire Equipment & Apparatus:

MK completed miscellaneous repairs to the apparatus.  9-3-3 oil leak repair waiting on parts.  MK to work with the Chief on placement of the new TICs on the apparatus.  9-3‑1 was checked for water damage and repaired.  EES checked for water damage in 9-2 and everything was good.  They also took care of the trans bearing issues in 9-2-4 and repaired the A/C in 9-2.  9‑5 will be going to Don Salzman for body work.  Mr. E.R. Mullen gave an update on the 9‑3‑4 refurb.  He will be getting the final draft this week.    
Hydrants:  Nothing to report.

Facilities:

Paint cabinet upgrade on hold.  Researching prices to upgrade the traffic lights.  Security camera to be repaired this month.  A/C units in radio room and gym to be installed.  Dish washer was installed.  Playground to be repaired.  Pezz Electric to repair House 1 generator; waiting for parts. Received quote from Complete Home Care for $582.00 to clean the playground and $2,445.00 to clean House 1 exterior walls.  A motion was made by E.A. Mullen and seconded by K. Williams with everyone in favor (M. Rudy, K. Williams, E.A. Mullen and D. Thaker) to approve the proposal.  Also received a quote for a second shed for the House 2 boat.  The discussion will continue during the month before making a final decision.  Waiting for a quote from the landscaper; discussed. Also received a quote of $1820.00 to paint House 2.  A motion was made by E.A. Mullen and seconded by K. Williams with everyone in favor (M. Rudy, K. Williams, E.A. Mullen and D. Thaker) to have the painting done.  
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Communications Equipment:   

Radio for 9-3-2 was sent out for repair and it was determined that it is not repairable and was picked up.  Mr. Kenney suggested that we look into using AT&T instead of Verizon regarding laptops for the vehicles.

Fire Prevention:

The Fire Official submitted his report and a motion was made by E.A. Mullen and seconded by K. Williams with everyone in favor (M. Rudy, E.A. Mullen, K. Williams and D.Thaker) to accept the report. The Fire Official asked if children will be allowed to attend Fire Prevention Open House Sessions as long as they wear masks; maybe schedule more sessions to accommodate the limited number of attendees or pushing it back till November—discussed.

Mr. Kenney distributed an updated copy of the Hold-Harmless Indemnification and Release Agreement for flooded basements.  The attorney gave a brief report.

Chief’s Report:

The Deputy Chief reported of 49 calls for the month of August with no firefighter injuries. Discussed membership and Driver Qualifications.  A lengthy discussion was held regarding the equipment requests.  It was decided to hold on some of these purchases until we hear from the Joint Boards.  The request that Michael Arevalo attend the Middlesex County Fire Academy will have to wait until he passes Firefighter I.  A motion was made by K. Williams and seconded by D. Thaker with everyone in favor (M. Rudy, E.A. Mullen, D. Thaker and K. Williams) to accept the Chief’s Report and make it a part of the permanent record.
