Reports of Committees:

Fire Equipment & Apparatus:

MK completed miscellaneous repairs to the apparatus.  Mr. Kenney noted that he received the latest pictures of the hydrant tank for 9-3-4.  The change-order for $37,000 was okayed.  Another change-order will be submitted for the tray for the pump.  Mr. Mullen gave everyone a copy of the report on the refurbishing of 9-3-4 and briefly discussed it.  He noted that we need a number for the budget but we may need a special election for it.
Hydrants:  
Mr. Thaker discussed what transpired at the Water Co. Dinner Meeting.  A letter was received regarding upcoming projects that the Water Co. will be doing.  It was noted that the hydrant pressure may be interrupted during these projects.
Facilities:
