Fire Equipment & Apparatus:

MK completed miscellaneous repairs to the apparatus.  9-2-4 is at ESI to have the tools mounted.  A problem was corrected regarding one of the sensors on 9-5.  Regarding the air truck, it was recommended that K. Williams and E.A. Mullen set up a conference call with the company to discuss the matter.  EES is working on some miscellaneous repairs.  Waiting on parts to repair the oil leak on 9-3-3.
Hydrants:  Nothing to report.
Facilities:

Mr. Rudy reported that the trees were cut.  He added that the painter was in to give us estimates for the truck house.  He will check about having some miscellaneous things completed at House 2. Paint cabinet upgrade is on hold. Researching prices to upgrade the traffic lights.  Working on quotes for the security camera upgrade.  More equipment came in for the Gym.  Working on quotes for the A/C units in the Radio Room and the Gym.  The diamond plate for House 1 will start soon.  The mirrors in the Gym will be installed next week.  The granite on the windows was installed.

Fire Prevention:

The Fire Official submitted his report and a motion was made by E.A. Mullen and seconded by M. Rudy with everyone in favor (S. Larko, E.A Mullen, M. Rudy and K. Williams) to accept the report.  
Legal & Insurance:    
The attorney discussed the addendum with GES regarding House 2, which included the installation of soil gas sampling points and cleanup afterwards.  Due to the present situation 
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with COVID, it was suggested postponing this installation for now.  

The attorney discussed a Tort Claim Notice received regarding a fire in Carteret on March 26, 2020.  She noted that a claim needs to be filed within 90 days of the incident; plus the Statute of Limitations ends after six months from the date of the accident, unless the contamination was discovered only recently.  A discussion was held.
Received copy of a Hold Harmless Agreement regarding our basement pumping policy.  
A Resolution was read which authorized the auctioning of personal property no longer needed for public use.  A motion was made by E.A. Mullen and seconded by M. Rudy with everyone in favor by roll-call vote (S. Larko (Yes), E.A Mullen (Yes), M. Rudy (Yes) and K. Williams (Yes)) to accept the resolution as read.
Discussed the Guidelines for the COVID Policy.  Everyone needs to wear masks and double‑testing was suggested.  
Mr. Kenney suggested having a policy regarding fingerprinting.  Briefly discussed.
Deferred Business:   
The auctioning of the 14-foot Jon boat and trailer is pending.  
New Business: 
Mr. Williams reported his results regarding his research into putting a sign on the side of the building, which cannot be done until after Christmas.  He will look into additional quotes as well as a building permit.  Mr. E.R. Mullen reported on the progress regarding the Grant Application.
