The monthly Meeting of the Board of Fire Commissioners of District 9, 1222 Green Street, Iselin, New Jersey, was called to order at 7:30 p.m. by the President with notices posted in the Home News Tribune, on the bulletin board at Fire Company #1 and at Town Hall as prescribed by the Laws of 1975.  A salute to the flag was led by the President.

Roll Call of Commissioners:  S. Larko, M. Rudy, D. Thaker and K. Williams.  E. A. Mullen was excused
                                          due to a Wake he attended.  Also in attendance were W. Kenney, E.R.
                                          Mullen, the attorney and the Deputy Chief, K. Creighton.
The minutes of the previous meeting were accepted with a motion made by M. Rudy and seconded by K. Williams with everyone in favor (S. Larko, M. Rudy, D. Thaker and K. Williams).

Reports of Committees:

Fire Equipment & Apparatus:

MK completed miscellaneous repairs to the apparatus.  Mr. Kenney noted that the change-order for 9-2-4 for $37,000 was okayed.  Another change-order will be submitted for the pull out tray for highrise packs; they are looking into a plastic-type tray that will accommodate it.  He also discussed the placement of the ladder and the painting.  Mr. Mullen gave everyone a copy of the report on the refurbishing of the air truck and briefly discussed it.  He noted that an upgrade will be done separately if necessary.  Updated specs will be discussed with the Officers.  After a question from Mr. Rudy, Mr. Kenney noted that after speaking with NJ Fire, the Scott Packs will be taken off the vehicles and sent out for cleaning and testing and labeled accordingly.  Mr. E.R. Mullen added that none of the equipment on 9-5 was labeled.  The Deputy Chief noted that he will look into this.  Mr. Kenney stated that he had reached out to Ray Schaeffer to see if he will go for recertification.  
Hydrants:  
Mr. Kenney had given the Board members a copy of the email he received from Middlesex Water Co. regarding an upcoming project being done by New Jersey American Water.  Approval may be required by the Officers.
Facilities:

Paint cabinet upgrade is on hold. Researching prices to upgrade the traffic lights.  Working on quotes for the security camera upgrade.  A/C vents in back meeting room have been replaced. The lighting company will be in on the 26th to take care of the lights in the truck house.  The heating system on the second floor will be worked on starting tomorrow.
Communication Equipment:   

Orders went out for the HP computers.  Conversion will take place after January 1, 2020,
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Fire Prevention:

The request for $90 for Mary Bausch to attend a training class was accepted with a motion made by K. Williams and seconded by D. Thaker with everyone in favor (S. Larko, M. Rudy, D. Thaker and K. Williams).  The Fire Official’s report was accepted with a motion made by M. Rudy and seconded by K. Williams with everyone in favor (S. Larko, M. Rudy, D. Thaker and K. Williams).
Note:   At this time, Commissioner E.A. Mullen came into the meeting.
Legal & Insurance:

Accident report was received regarding one of the Explorers who fell.  Mr. Kenney asked that he receive notification as soon as it happens.  The Deputy Chief noted that he thought this was reported right after the accident.
Old Business:

Hose drier proposals are pending—Mr. Kenney needs to talk to the manufacturer regarding what’s involved with the installation.  
New Business:

Mr. Williams made a motion and which was seconded by K. Williams with everyone in favor (S. Larko, M. Rudy, D. Thaker, E.A. Mullen and K. Williams) for approval to attend a class at Rutgers.  Mr. Kenney discussed the placement/ownership of the key fobs for the vehicles.
Communications and Bills:

A motion was made by D. Thaker and seconded by K. Williams with everyone in favor (S. Larko, K. Williams, E.A. Mullen and M. Rudy) to pay all bills for the month of October 2019 in the amount of $131,997.03.  Communications were as follows:
· Copy of a “Notice of Violation” from the State of NJ Department of Labor and Workforce Development regarding the boiler which has since been taken care of
· Copy of a memo to the Chief from the Middlesex Water Co. regarding a potential freezing concern for the hydrants
· Copy of a letter to Capitol One Bank from the Fire Official regarding Fire Code violations

· Copy of an email involving the air truck renovations
· A letter from Certified Protection stating that they are no longer the monitoring or servicing company for the fire and burglar alarm system at Thomasville Furniture
· A memo from W. Kenney regarding applications
· Copy of the minutes of the NJSAFD Quarterly Meeting

A motion was made by M. Rudy and seconded by K. Williams with everyone in favor (S. Larko, K. Williams, E.A. Mullen, D. Thaker and M. Rudy) to accept the correspondence and make it a part of the permanent record.
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Chief’s Report: 
Deputy Chief Creighton asked that the Chief’s Report be tabled until the next meeting as he was not given a copy of the report, except for a request to approve Adam Karlin’s driver qualification for 9-2 and 9-5.  A motion was made by K. Williams and seconded by D. Thaker with everyone in favor (S. Larko, K. Williams, E.A. Mullen, D. Thaker and M. Rudy) to approve the request to table the Chief’s Report.  A motion was made by K. Williams and seconded by E.A. Mullen with everyone in favor (S. Larko, K. Williams, E.A. Mullen, D. Thaker and M. Rudy) to approve Adam Karlin’s qualification.
Floor Participation:

Mr. Mullen discussed the highlights of the new budget.  He also talked about what transpired at the recent plane crash in Colonia. Regarding a question about evacuation procedures, Mr. Kenney noted that there is presently no policy in place regarding evacuation procedures. Mr. Mullen added that the Mayor had stated that the fire services performed admirably that day.  
The meeting adjourned at 8:12 p.m.
